In addition, it was
stated the club had retained a very low fee structure over a number of years and although
this increase was an alignment with comparative cricket clubs it was still well below
competing sporting clubs and congruent with the underlying philosophy of the FDCC.

16. Discussion and ratification of Brisbane City Council (BCC) oval
refurbishment project:

BCC has approved a budget totalling $1.5m over two financial periods to rehabilitate the
lower oval. Work is to commence upon completion of the 2005/06 cricket season and be
completed by early October 2006. It was decided to advise BNJCA that the oval would not
be available for cricket until January 2007 to ensure the turf had time to establish properly.
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There will be a planning meeting with the appropriate BCC departments late in August or
early in September 2005 to finalise the club’s requirements and the design of the new
facilities.

BCC is duty bound to replace all infrastructure in a pre-project stage therefore the costs of
any additions or improvements are to be met by the club. Lloyd Russell is currently
compiling grant applications to cover these costs (refer minutes of previous management
committee meeting).

Moved and seconded that a project sub-committee consisting of Andrew Middleton, Gary
Somerville, Gavan McMahon and Lloyd Russell maintain contact with BCC and other
stakeholders to ensure the project achieves positive outcomes.

After much discussion it was decided the preferred position of the club was to maintain the
status quo because it was a great transition process for the players and the
implementation of the current rule while the team was mid-season provided a positive
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environment. Commencing the rule at the beginning of a season would place young
players under an increased level of pressure that may discourage further participation. As
an alternative the club would accept the implementation of the rule at the commencement
of the U11 age group. Moved Andrew Knight and seconded Brian Morgan that BNJCA
delegate inform BNJCA committee of the club’s stance.

As | write this report to wrap up the 2005/06 season, it is with great pleasure to withess
the transformation happening at our home ground at Ferny Reserve. The redevelopment
work currently being completed by the Brisbane City Council (BCC) at our home ground
ovals is due for completion in late July, allowing the club to use our home ground from the
commencement of the new season.

What is happening at Ferny Reserve now is the culmination of a project that has spanned
many years, involving many, many people from our own club, a variety of departments
within the BCC, local, state and federal politicians, and other local sporting and community
organizations. On behalf of the club, | wish to thank all those who have assisted. | would
like to especially thank Lloyd Russell for his unending commitment to this project over the
past four years. He has undoubtedly been the backbone of this project, and our club can't
thank him enough for his contribution.

Thank you also to Chris Keating and Gavan McMahon for their work in the early days of
this project, Andrew Middleton for his work in more recent times, and Ann Bennison and
the many BCC department representatives for your support and guidance. Most
importantly, thank you to those at BCC who agreed to invest the funds needed to ensure
the ongoing use of Ferny Reserve as a venue for junior sport in our district. Collectively,
your efforts are about to deliver one of the best junior cricket facilities in the district.

This year our club began a new partnership with Wizard Home Loans. Our major sponsor
has been a welcome addition, and | wish to thank Warwick Baillie, and the team at
Wizard, for a great first season. We have already received a strong indication that Wizard
will be maintaining its support again next season, and we hope that their involvement with
the Fireballs will prove mutually beneficial to both organisations moving forward.

On the field, our club has enjoyed arguably our best season in its 29 year history. Our on-
field achievements in 2005/06 were highlighted by strong team success, backed up by a
number of brilliant individual performances across all grades. To win premierships, and
finish 3" in this year's BNJCA Club championship was a great effort. Apart from two
premierships, we also had a number of teams finishing in the top 5 in their respective
competitions, which augers well for the strength of our club moving forward.

Congratulations to our 13 Red team who took out the BNJCA under 13 division
premiership (full season), and to 13 Blue, who took out the BNJCA U13 —Bichel division
half season premiership. While both were wonderful performances, | would especially like
to highlight the effort of the 13 Red team. The majority of these boys have been playing
together since U9s, and the really impressive part of their win was the contributions from
all team members. Very few of the boys had big individual stats for the year, yet everyone
stepped up at different stages to make a contribution — a true team effort. Well done to
Andrew Knight, Steve Muller and Nev Smith, who have each made significant
contributions to the growth of this team over the past five seasons.
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At an individual level, there have been some stunning performances from Fireballs players
during the season. Performances that stood out for me were:

e Elijah Rafter (12 Blue) scoring 506 runs in a season - unheard of at this age level.

e Joseph McKillop (13 Blue) taking 18 wickets and scoring 235 runs in a half
season.

« David Sippel's (15 Green) century in the first game of the season, the first three
figure score by a Fireballs player at our home ground at Ferny Reserve.

e Jacques Badenhorst (16 Blue) taking out a Player of the Year award at his last
attempt, after finishing third over the past three seasons.

e Jacques Badenhorst; Ryan Cook; Kenneth Dougall; Matthew Friend; Mitch
Hardy; Taylor McCubbin; Joseph McKillop; Stuart Russell; David Sippel; Andrew
Smith; Sam Steele; Lewis Teevan and Joshua Waters — who all represented
BNJCA in either championship or development squads in season 2005/2006:

Another positive has been the continued improvement in our playing numbers, particularly
in the younger age groups from Have-A-Go through to Under 9s. This growth represents
the future of our club, and we are particularly excited about watching these teams grow
and develop over the next few seasons.

At our trophy presentation this season, we were lucky to have Chris Hartley, the current
Bulls ‘keeper in attendance. Chris was called in as a late replacement for ex-Fireball, and
now Australian player, James Hopes, who had the excuse of being promoted to the
Australian one day squad team flying to South Africa at the time of our presentation. Not
only did Chris fill James’ shoes admirably on the day, he was very happy to give up his
time for the entire trophy presentation, and even stayed back afterwards to sign
autographs and have photos taken with the kids (and some of the big kids as well!). We
wish Chris every success in his quest to replace Gilly as our next national ‘keeper, and we
thank him sincerely for his contribution to our trophy presentation this season.

A successful innovation for the club this year was the update to our club merchandise
range, including the introduction of player and coach shirts, and the redesign of our club
cap. From the very first day that our teams took the field in our new strip, it was obvious
that our club members would embrace this new kit, and take pride in belonging to their
team and their club. Thank you to Ann and Andrew Knight for their collective contribution
in helping to bring this project to fruition.

While our club continues to grow from strength to strength, and the positive aspects have
by far exceeded the negative, it would be remiss of me to pen this report without
documenting a number of concerning trends and issues that the club is dealing with at
present, and must continue to address into the future.

The first of these is an emerging trend by a small number of our coaches and managers
towards a “win at all cost mentality”. The committee has dealt with issues this year from
concerned parents and supporters, both from within our teams and from other teams,
complaining about apparent poor and unsportsmanlike attitudes of particular coaches and
managers. Having said this | want to emphasise that this is not the case with the vast
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majority of our coaches and managers who continue to strive to maintain our club ideals
of good sportsmanship and fair play for all players.

From the analysis done on these complaints brought to our attention, the common
denominator appears to be an overriding attitude that winning the game is really the only
way to enjoy success, and marginal behaviour should be “acceptable” if it means gaining
an edge on the scoreboard. Personally, | like to win, and | like to see my kids win and do
well. However, | am constantly reminding myself (and sometimes other parents as well)
that winning is much more than the score at the end of the game. It's ok for kids to be
disappointed about the result — this shows they care about their performance and want to
improve their game. However our kids need to know that they are winning in so many
more ways than on the scoreboard. And this is where the attitude of the coach and
manager will make all the difference to how the child feels about playing the game.

More distressingly, there have been players and parents who have already moved clubs,
moved teams or worse, stopped playing cricket altogether. We have also lost good
people from our club as a result. And the desire to play cricket, and sport in general, has
been diminished for some children. For this reason alone, a concerted effort must be
made by all of us to rectify this situation in the future.

It is difficult for the club committee to monitor and control the attitude of its coaches and
managers on game days. Having said that, | encourage the incoming 06/07 committee to
vigilantly find ways to uphold our club motto — “to encourage active participation in the
game of cricket, in a spirit of good sportsmanship and fair play”, starting with the on-going
education of coaches and managers on what this means in terms of their conduct. Let's
look at all aspects of our current activities and identify new ways in which we can tackle
this issue for the benefit of all kids who play the game.

Thank you to the vast majority of people within our club who are already making a positive
contribution in this area. However, | would like to challenge all of us to do more next
season, in order to maintain our reputation as a club of strong character, where all players
are treated with the same level of value and respect.

The other issue of concern this season is regarding the fairness of representative
selections, regarding both our internal selection trials and the final BNJCA trials. Having
been directly aware of the way in which the process was run during the season, | know we
ran a fair and just process for all participants. It must be said however that we did receive
a number of formal and informal complaints about our process, and a number of coaches
and parents remain unhappy with this aspect of our club. Again, | encourage the
incoming committee to examine this process prior to the start of the coming season, and
put systems in place that will improve our transparency and communication in this area.
While | accept we will never remove all concerns in this area, | know we can avoid many
of the issues that did arise.
